General Rules & Regulations  of the College:

1. Every student must on admission obtain an Identity Card which will be issued by the College Office. The student must always carry the card and present it when demanded. No student will be allowed to attend classes, practicals, demonstrations and examinations without identity card. All the students are required to carry with them in person, the identity card which they are bound to produce on demand by the:

a. Watchman

b. Librarian

c. Cashier

d. Enquiry Clerk

e. Lecturers/Instructors (Staff Members)

2. Students must be present in the respective class rooms before the commencement of the class. All the students must be in the college from 8.40 a.m. to 4 p.m. with proper uniforms.

3. Students must not attend classes other than their own without the special  permission of the Lecturer concerned.

4. Students are required to conform to the grooming standards of the College such  as appropriate clothing, correct uniforms etc.

5. Students may be required to attend, instruction, demonstrations, functions, outdoor catering services outside their normal college hours and outside college premises.

6. Students must not take up any outdoor catering or functions without prior permission of the College authorities. If any student is found to be attending any ODC/Part time job without the permission of the college, appropriate action such as suspension, cancellation of admission or Rustication will be taken.

7. The conduct of the students in their classes as well as on the premises of the college shall be such as will cause the least disturbance to the fellow students, to other classes or other offices. The authorities may expel a student whose work or conduct is not satisfactory and the entire fees paid shall be forfeited.

8. Students must not loiter in the college corridors while classes are on or at work.

9. Smoking and consumption of pan/ghutka/chewing gum is strictly prohibited in


the college premises.

10. Students shall do nothing either inside or outside the college that will in anyway,


damage the reputation of the college.

11. No society shall be formed in the college and no person invited to address a


meeting without prior permission of the authorities.

12. In the college, debated and other meeting organized by the students, the chair must be taken by a responsible person approved by the Principal and the subjects of debates must have the previous approval of the Principal.

13. No student will be allowed to take active part in current politics.

14. Students should not communicate any information to or write about matters

dealing with the college administration to press.

15. Students are expected to take proper care of the college property and help in keeping the premises neat and tidy. Any damage done to the property of the college by disfiguring walls, door fittings or breaking furniture etc., is a breach of discipline and those responsible will be duly punished.

16. If for any reason, the continuance of student in the college is in the opinion of the authorities, detrimental to the best interests of the college, they may ask such students to leave the college without giving reasons.

17. Any student absenting himself/herself continuously for two weeks without prior


permission will be liable to being struck off from the rolls.

18. Students will not be permitted to attend classes without proper uniform.

19. Students, when free should make use of the Library and Media Centre,


Computer Lab and Internet.

20. Non Compliance with rules of the college can also be dealt with by means of


suitable fines and appropriate disciplinary action.

21. Students are required to put in a minimum of 75% compulsory as a monthly attendance in aggregate to be eligible for appearing for the final examination failing which they are not eligible to appear for the final exam to be conducted at the end of the session.

22. Any leave taken on medical grounds should be supported by a medical certificate and a leave letter signed by Parent. Leave taken otherwise should be documented by a leave letter signed by parent and should be approved by the counselor prior to availing leave.

23. Tea/coffee coupons are available with the store keeper. Students are required to


purchase from Stores and give it at the time of tea/coffee service.

24. Accessories like Bow tie, napkins etc are available in the College Stores and can be purchased .

25. Day Scholars are not permitted to the hostel without prior permission. 26. Dates for paying fees as follows:​

27. Visitors for students will not be allowed to meet students during the college hours.

28. Any change of address and/or telephone number the students are requested to


intimate the college immediately about the new address.

29. All important/documents/Marksheets and circulars will be sent through the students or directly through post or courier. All the parents can provide e-mail Addresses for easy communication.

30. The parent/guardian would be required to sign the form enclosed with specimen


signature.


31. Students are prohibited from using cell phones and pagers and if found with one


the instrument would be confiscated and appropriate action would be taken


against the student.

32. Once the list of students is put up on the Notice Board for Outdoor Catering by the concerned faculty, no request would be entertained for a change. Students who fail to attend the ODC would be fined with Rs.500/- and suspension for 3 days.

32. Monthly Attendance Report will be displayed on the notice board.

33.Matters not covered by the existing rules will rest at the absolute discretion of the


authorities.
